Booth set-up will be Tuesday and will be open to the public Wednesday through 4 pm Sunday October 7. Last year there was tremendous interest at the booth and we are expecting the same this year.  I hope that any ARPAS members who are at the WDE will stop by the booth and pick up a ribbon.  Look forward to seeing you.

(3) EMS,LLC and environmental audits:

In the E-mail newsletter of 8/27/01 information was provided about an opportunity available to ARPAS members.  Please make this information known to others who may wish to become ARPAS members to participate.  Here is a repeat of part of that information.

There is an opportunity for ARPAS members (present members and others who may wish to become members to participate in this opportunity) to become trained to be on-farm assessors for the "On-Farm Assessment and Environmental Review Program" being operated by Environmental Management Solutions (EMS), LLC.  The program is being developed for all food animal species.  One may choose to participate in training to be an assessor in one or several species.  

Once trained, EMS will match assessors with farms who request to participate in the program.  One of several very attractive features of this particular program is that there is no cost to the farmer/producer.  The costs, including fee to the assessor, will be paid with funds from special federal appropriations for the program.  In addition, the program is recognized by both EPA and the USDA-NRCS.

Assessors usually work in teams of two, assigned by EMS.  In cases where animal agriculture is a significant portion of the farm operation, teams will consist of at least one ARPAS member who has received the additional species specific training from EMS and has been certified as an OFAER assessor.  Any interested ARPAS member can participate in the training to become a certified assessor for the OFAER program. Certification is in three categories: swine, cattle (dairy/beef cattle), and poultry.
