Here is some information about your ARPAS renewal, which you

should be receiving anytime now, if not already.  I urge you to

read the message that I included there, but also I now realize

that I was not totally clear.

The base dues level (PAS & RAS, $75; Board, $80; Emeritus $45)

INCLUDES access to the journal on‑line.  When each issue is

available on‑line, each member receives an email message

listing the articles in that issue and providing the web link

to the journal.  Then you can view (PDF) and print out any

articles that you wish.  The on‑line version is usually

available several weeks before a printed journal might arrive

in a mailbox.

Thus, you only need to pay the optional additional $30 if you

wish to receive the paper copy.  As was reported in minutes

from summer Governing Council and Business Meetings (available

to members on the ARPAS website) the $30 differential reflects

the true additional cost of a printed journal.
